Dear Parents/Guardians,

All guidelines/SOP regarding Covid appropriate behavior will be adhered to by the 

School. To name a few, the school building has been sanitized, at drop point hands of all students will be sanitized , 

proper masking throughout the day during the school hours will be ensured, each classroom will have a stock of 

sanitizer so that the practice can be repeated after washroom, break , dispersal etc. 

We request parents and students to also kindly adhere & ensure the safety protocols issued by the Government for 

Covid-19. 

Please make a note of the following: 

● All have to adhere to the Covid-19 protocol guidelines given by the Govt. 

● Parents are requested not to send their ward/s to the school if they are sick/symptomatic, etc. 

● Temperature screening will be done at the entrance .The symptomatic students will not be allowed to attend 

the classes. 

● Students are allowed to use only the seat allotted to them in class. 
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● Parents are informed to provide their ward/s all the necessary materials for their learning activities. 

Sharing/borrowing of materials will not be allowed in the school. 

● Parents please make sure that the transport for your ward is arranged on time, so that the student can leave 

the school immediately after the class. 

● Ensure that your ward wears a mask and carries pocket hand sanitizer. 

● Only one family member will be allowed on site each time when bringing their ward/s to school and when 

collecting and they will be expected to stand in line at a gap to maintain social distance. 

We have been constantly trying to implement the most effective online teaching methods to minimize the academic loss 

of our students. We are pleased to share that we have been acknowledged as Edu-leader, twice in a row, by Education 

World magazine, India's top magazine in education sphere. Times of India also adjudged DPS, Barasat as one of the 

best school in North Kolkata for both the academic sessions with Rank #12 & #3 respectively.  

 

All of these efforts by the school staff, maintenance of infrastructure and smooth operations can only be kept up to the 

mark if the school fees is deposited on time. We have been constantly notifying and updating you about the same, but 

we still have some fee dues. It is our humble request to all the parents who are yet to pay, to kindly clear your dues for 

the smooth and effective functioning of the institution at the earliest.  

 

Kindly note that students must come to school in the prescribed School uniform as mentioned in the School Diary. 

Parents must ensure that uniform specifications are correct. Any deviation in quality and colour will not be accepted. 

Examination schedule has already been circulated. Except on examination days remedial classes will be held. Hence 

children has to come regularly from 21st February 22 to 14th March 22 till further notice.
